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Preamble
The member States of the Council of Europe and the other States Sgnatory hereto,
Congdering that the am of the Coundl of Europe is to achieve a gregter unity between its members
Recognising the vaue of fogtering co-operation with the other States dgnataries to this Convention;

Convinced of the nead to pursue, as a mater of priority, a common caimind palicy amed a the
protection of sodety agang corruption, induding the adoption of gppropriate legidation and preventive
meaaures,

Emphasasng tha corruption thregtens the rule of law, democracy and human rights, undermines good
governance, farness and sodd judice, digorts competition, hinders economic development and
endange's the dability of democrdic inditutions and the mord foundations of sodely;

Bdieving tha an dfective fight agang corruption requires increesed, rgoid and wdl-functioning
international  co-operdtion in aimind meaters

Wedcoming recent devdopments which further advance internaiond undersanding and co-operation in
combating corruption, induding actions of the United Nations the World Bank, the Internationd
Monetary Fund, the World Trade Organisation, the Organisation of American States, the OECD and the
European Union;

Having regard to the Programme of Action againg Corruption adopted by the Committee of Minigers of
the Coundl of Europe in November 1996 fallowing the recommendations of the 19th Conference of
European Miniders of Judice (Vdletta, 1994);

Recdling in this respect the importance of the paticpation of nor-member Staes in the Counal of
Europes adivities agand corruption and wecoming their vauable contribution to the implementation
of the Programme of Action againg Corruption;

Further recdling that Resolution No. 1 adopted by the European Miniders of Judice & their 2 1 &
Conference (Prague, 1997) recommended the speaedy implementation of the Programme of Action
agang Corruption, and caled, in paticular, for the early adoption of a crimind lav convention
providing for the co-ordinated incrimination of corruption offences, enhanced co-operdion for the
prosecution of such offences as wdl as an efective fallow-up mechanism open to member Sates and
non-member Sates on an equd foating;

Bearing in mind that the Heads of State and Government of the Coundil of Europe decided, on the
occason of their Second Summit held in Strasbourg on 10 and 11 October 1997, to seek common
responses to the chalenges posad by the growth in corruption and adopted an Action Plan which, in
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order to promoate co-operdion in the fight agang corruption, induding its links with organised crime
and money laundering, indructed the Committee of Miniders, inter alia, to secure the rapid completion
of internationd legd indruments pursuant to the Programme of Action againg Corruption;

Congdering moreover that Resolution (97) 24 on the 20 Guiding Principles for the Fght againgt
Corruption, adopted on 6 November 1997 by the Committee of Minigters at its 10 1 $t Sesson, stresses
the need rgpidy to complete the daboration of internationd legd indruments pursuant to the
Programme of Action agang Corruption;

In view of the adoption b&/ the Committee of Minigters, a its 1020d Sesson on 4 May 1998, of
Resolution (98) 7 author-king the nartid and enlarged agreement edablishing the "Group of States
agand Corruntion = GRECO’, which ams & improvin%the cgpadty of its members to fight corruption
by fdlowing up compliance with their undertakings in this fidd,

Have agreed as follows

Chepter | = Use of terms

Article 1 = Use of terms

For the purposss of this Convention:

a “public official" shdl be undersood by reference to the definition of "official”, “ public officer",
“mayor ", “minister” or “judge” in the ndiond law of the State in which the person in question
paforms tha function and as goplied in its aimind law;

b the term “judge” referred to in sub-paragraph a aove shdl indude prosecutors and holders of judicid
offices

c in the case of proceadings involving a public offidd of another Siate, the prosecuting Sate may goply
the definition of public offidd only insofer as thet definition is compatible with its nationd law;

d “legal person” shdl mean any entity having such saus under the gpplicable nationd law, except for
Sates or other public bodies in the exerdse of State authority and for public internationa organistions

Chapter 11 - Measures to be taken at nationa level

Article 2 - Active bribery of domegtic public officials

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other measures as may be necessry to edtablish as aimind

offences under its domedtic lav, when committed intentiondly, the promigng, offering or giving by any
person, directly or indirectly, of any undue advantage to any of its public offiads for himsdf or hersdt
or for anyone dse, for him or her to at or refrain from acting in the exerdse of his or her functions

Article 3 = Passve bribery of domestic public offkials

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other measures as may be necessary to edablish as aimind
offences under its domedic law, when committed intentiondly, the request or recapt by any of its public
offidds drectly or indiredtly, of any undue advantage, for himsdf or hersdf or for anyone ds or the
acceptance of an offer or a promise of such an advantage, to act or refrain from acting in the exerdse of
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his or her functions.

Article 4 = Bribery of members of domestic public assemblies

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other meesures as may be necessry to edtablish as aimind
offences under its domegtic law the conduct referred to in Artides 2 and 3, when involving any person
who is a member of any domedic public assambly exerasng legiddive or adminidraive powers

Article 5 = Bribery of foreign public offkials

Each Paty shdl adopt such legidaive and other measures as may be necessary to edtablish as arimind
offences under its domedtic law the conduct refarred to in Artides 2 and 3, when invalving a public
officdd of any other Sae

Article 6 = Bribery of members of foreign public assemblies

Each Paty shdl adopt such legidaive and other meesures as may be necessary to edablish as arimind
offences under its domedtic law the conduct refarred to in Artides 2 and 3, when involving any person
who is a member of any public assambly exerdsing legidaive or adminidretive powers in any other
Sae

Article 7 = Active bribery in the private sector

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other messures as may nemﬁgy to egablish as crimind
offences under its domedtic law, when committed intentiondly in the course of budness adivity, the
promising, offering or giving, directly or indrectly, of any undue advantage to any persons who direct or
work for, in any capadity, private sector entities, for themselves or for anyone ess, for them to at, or
refran from acting, in breech of thar duties

Article 8 = Passve bribery in the private sector

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other measures as may be necessry to edtablish as arimind

offences under its domedic law, when committed intentiondly, in the course of bugness adtivity, the

request or receipt, directly or indirectly, by any persons who direct or work for, in any capecity, private

sector entities, of gP/ undue advantage or the promise thereof for themsdlves or for anyone dsg, or the

aa:cqotaneof an offer or aprormseof uch an advantage, to act or refrain from acting in breach of ther
uties.

Article 9 - Bribery of offkials of international organisations

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidative and other measures as may be necessary to edablish as aimind
offences under its domediic law the conduct refared to in Artides 2 and 3, when involving any offiad
or other contracted employee, within the meaning of the gaff regulaions of any public internationd or
supranationd organisation or body of which the Party is a member, and any person, whether seconded or
not, carrying out functions corresponding to those performed by such officials or agents.
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Article 10 -~ Bribery of members of international parliamentary assemblies

Each Paty shdl adopt such legidaive and other measures as may be necessary to establish as arimind
offences under its domedtic law the conduct refared to in Artide 4 when invalving any members of
paliamentary assamblies of internationd or supranationd organisstions of which the Paty is a member.

Article 11 - Bribery of judges and efficials of international courts

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other meassures as may be necessary to edablish as arimind
offences under its domedtic law the conduct referred to in Artides 2 and 3 involving any holders of
judidd office or officas of any internationd court whose juridiction is accepted by the Party.

Article 12 = Trading in influence

Each Paty shdl adopt such legidative and other measures as may be necessary to edtablish as arimind
offences under its domedtic law, when committed intentiondly, the promisng, glwr%eor offering,
directly or indirectly, of any undue advantage to anyone who assarts or confirms that he or she is dle to
exart an improper influence over the dedson-meking of any person refared to in Artides 2,4 to 6 and 9
to 11 in congderation thereof, whether the undue advantage is for himsdf or hersdf or for anyone esg,
as wdl as the raﬁ?t receipt or the acceptance of the offer or the promise of such an advantage, in
congderdtion of mfluenoa whether or not the influence is exerted or whether or not the supposed
influence leads to the intended result.

Article 13 = Money laundering of proceeds from corruption offences

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other measures as may be necessry to edablish as arimind
offences under its domedic law the conduct referred to in the Coundl of Europe Convention on
Laundering, Search, Saizure and Confiscation of the Products from Crime (ETS No. 141), Artide 6,
paragraphs 1 and 2, under the conditions referred to therein, when the predicate offence condds of any
of the aimind offences edtablished in accordance with Artides 2 to 12 of this Convention, to the extent
that the Party has not made a resarvation or a declaration with respect to these offences or does not
congder such offences as sarious ones for the purpose of thar money laundering legidation.

Article 14 = Account offences

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidative and other measures as may be necessary to edablish as offences
lidble to aimind or other sanctions under its domedtic law the fallowing acts or omissons, when
committed intertiondly, in order to commit, conced or disguise the offences refared to in Artides 2 to
12, to the extent the Party has not made a resarvaion or a dedaraion:

%fcreair_\g or usng an invoice or ay other accounting document or record containing fase or incomplete
informetion;

b unlanvfully omitting to meke a record of a paymert.
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Article 15 = Participatory acts

Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other measures as may be necessary to establish as arimind
offences under its domedtic law ading or abetting the commisson of any of the aimind offences
edablished in accordance with this Convention.

Article 16 = Immunity

The provigons of this Convention shdl be without prgudice to the provisons of any Treaty, Protocol or
Saute, as wdl as ther implementing texts as regards the withdrawd of immunity.

Article 17 - Jurisdiction

1 Each Paty shdl adopt such legidative and other measures as may be necessary to establish
jurkiglictim over a aimind offence established in accordance with Artides 2 to 14 of this Convention
where

athe offence is committed in whdle or in pat in its taritory;

b the offender is one of its nationds, one of its public officdds, or a member of one of its domedtic
public assamblies

c the offence involves one of its public offidds or members of its domestic public assamblies or any
person referred to in Artides 9 to 11 who is a the same time one of its naionas

2 Each Sate may, a the time of Sgnature or when depogting its ingrument of raification,
goprova or accesson, by a dedaraion addressed to the Secretary Generd of the Coundil of Europe,
dedlare that it reserves the right not to goply or to goply only in spedific cases or conditions the
juridiction rules lad down in paragrgohs 1 b and ¢ of this atide or any part thereof.

3 If a Paty has made use of the resarvaion posshility provided for in paragrgph 2 of this atide, it shdl
uch meesures as may be necessry to edablish jurisdiction over a crimind  offence established in

accordance with this Convention, in cases where an dleged offender is presant in its territory and it does

not extradite him to another Party, soldy on the bass of his nationdity, after a request for extradition.

4 Tgig Clonvention does not exdude any crimind juridiction exerdsed by a Party in accordance with
neti an.

Article 18 - Corporate liability

1 Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other meesures as may be necessary to ensure thet legd
ons can be hdd lidble for the arimind offences of active bribery, trading in influence and

aundering edablished in accordance with this Convention, committed for ther benefit by any naturd

person, acting dther individudly or as part of an orgen of the legd person, who has a leading postion

within the legd person, basad on:

-~ apower of representation of the legd person; or

- an authority to take decisons on behdf of the legd person; or
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- an authority to exerdse contral within the legd person;

as wdl as for involvement of such a naturd person as accessory or indigetor in the above-mentioned
offences

2 Apat from the cases dready provided for in paragraph 1, each Paty shdl take the necessary measures
to ensure that a legd person can be hdd liadle where the lack of supervison or control by a naturd
person referred to In paragrgph 1 has made possble the commisson of the aimind offences mentioned
In paragrgph 1 for the benefit of that legd person by a natura person under its authority.

3 Liaility of a legd person under paragrgohs 1 and 2 shdl not exdude aimind procesdings againgt
natura persons who are parperaors, indigators of, or accessories to, the crimind  offences mentioned in

paragraph 1.

Article 19 = Sanctions and measures

1 Having regard to the serious nature of the crimind offences established in accordance with this
Convention, each Paty shdl provide, in respect of those aimind offences established in accordance
with Artides 2 to 14, effective, proportionate and dissuasve sanctions and meesures, incduding, when
committed by naturd persons, pendties invalving deprivation of libety which can give rise to
extredition.

2 Each Paty dhdl ensure that legd persons hed lidble in accordance with Artide 18, paragrgohs 1 and
2, shdl be subject to effective, proportionate and dissuesve crimind or non-crimind sanctions,
induding mongary sandtions.

3 Each Paty shdl adopt such legidative and other meesures as may be necessary to endble it to
confiscate or othewise dq:)riveet%e ingrumentdities and procesds of aimind offences established in
accordance with this Conventtion, or property the vaue of which corresponds to such proceeds.

Article 20 = Specialised authorities

Each Paty shdl adopt such measures as may be necessary to ensure that persons or entities are
specialised in the fight againg corruption. They shdl have the necessary Indegpendence in accordance
with the fundamentd principles of the legd sysem of the Party, in order for them to be able to cary out
thar functions effectivdly and free from any undue pressure. The Paty sdl enaure that the daff of such
entities has adeguate training and finandd resources for thar tasks

Article 21— Co-operation with and between national authorities

Each Paty dhdl adopt such messures as may be necessary to ensure that public authorities, as wel as
any public official, co-operate, in accordance with nationd law, with those of its authorities regpongble
for Invedigating and prosecuting crimind  offences

a by informing the latter authorities on their own initiative, where there are reasonable %ra%unds to
bdieve tggt any of the aimind offences egtablished in accordance with Artides 2 to 14 has been
committed, or

b by providing, upon requed, to the latter authorities dl necessary information.
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Article 22 - Protection of collaborators of justice and witnesses

Each Paty shdl adopt such measures as may be necessary to provide effective and gppropriate
protection for:

a those who report the aimind  offences established in accordance with Artides 2 to 14 or othewise
co-operate with the investigating or prosecuting authorities;

b witnesses who give tedimony concamning these offences

Article 23 - Measures to facilitate the gathering of evidence and the confiscation of proceeds

1 Each Paty dhdl adopt such legidaive and other messures as may be necessry, induding those
permitting the use of spedd invedtigative techniques, in accordance with netiond law, to enddle it to
Tadlitate the gathering of evidence rdated to arimind offences established in accordance with Article 2
to 14 of this Convention and to identify, trace, freeze and saize indrumentdities and procesds of
corruption, or property the vaue of which corresponds to such proceeds, ligble to measures set out in
accordance with paragrgph 3 of Artide 19 of this Convention.

2 Each Paty shdl adopt such legidative and other messures as may be to empower its courts
or other competent authorities to order that bank, finendad or commercid records be mede available or
be saized in order to carry out the actions referred to in paragrgph 1 of this atide.

3 Bank secrecy shdl not be an obstadle to measures provided for in paragraphs 1 and 2 of this artide.

Chapter 11l = Monitoring of implementation

Article 24 = Monitoring

The Group of Sates agang Corruntion (GRECO) shdl monitor the implementation of this Convertion
by the Parties

Chapter IV = International co-operation

Article 25 = General principles and measures for international co-operation

1 The Paties shdl co-operate with each other, in accordance with the provisons of rdevant
internationd  ingruments on internetiond  co-operaion in arimind meatters, or arangements agreed on
the basis of uniform or rediprocel legidation, and in accordance with their nationd law, to the widest
extent ible for the purposes of Invedtigations and procesdings concerning criming offences
egabli in accordance with this Convention.

2 Where no internationd insrument or arangement refared to in paragraph 1 is in force between
Parties, Artides 26 to 3 1 of this chapter shdl goply.

3 Artides 26 to 3 1 of this chapter sdl aso apply where they are more favourable than those of the
internationd indruments or arrangements referred to in paragraph 1.
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Article 26 - Mutual assstance

1 The Paties shdl aford one another the widest measure of mutual assstance by promptly processng
requests from authorities thet, in conformity with their domedtic lawvs have the power to invedigate or
prosscute arimind offences established in accordance with this Convention.

2 Mutud legd assgtance under paragraph 1 of this atide may be refused if the requested Party bdieves
that compliance with the reques would undermine its fundamentd intereds nationd Soveraignty,
nationd security or ordre public.

3 Paties shdl not invoke bank secrecy as a ground to refuse any co-operdtion under this chapter. Where
its domestic law so requires, a Paty may reguire that a request for co-operation which would involve the
lifting of bank secrecy be authorised by ether a judge or another judidd authority, induding public
prosecutors, any of these authorities acting in rdaion to crimind offences.

Article 27 - Extradition

1 The aimind offences esablidhed in accordance with this Convention shdl be deamed to be induded
as extraditeble offences in any extradition treety exiging between or among the Paties The Paties
undertake to indude such offences as extraditable offences in any extradition tregty to be conduded
between or among them.

2 If a Party that makes extradition conditiond on the exigence of a tregty recaives a request for
extredition from another Party with which it does nat have an extradition treety, it eg% condder this
Convention as the legd basis for extradition with respect to any aimind offence ished in
accordance with this Convertion.

3 Paties that do not meke extredition conditional on the exidence of a treety shdl recognise cimind
offences esablished in accordance with this Convention as extraditable offences between themsdves.

4 Extradition shdl be subject to the conditions provided for by the law of the requested Party or by
qaplég_at_ale extradition tregties, induding the grounds on which the requested Paty may refuse
extradition.

5 If extradition for a cimind offence edtablished in accordance with this Convention is refused soldy on
the bads of the nationdity of the person sought, or because the requested Party deems that it has
jurisdiction over the offence, the requested Paty shdl submit the case to its competent authorities for the
purpose of prosecution unless otherwise agreed with the requesting Party, and shdl report the find
outcome to the requesting Party in due course

Article 28 ~ Spontaneous information

Without prgudice to its own investigations or procesdings, a Paty may without prior request forward to
another Paty information on facts it congders that the disdosure of such information might assst
the recaving Paty in initising or carrying out investigations or procesdings concerning crimind
ort]‘_fences edablished in accordance with this Convention or might leed to a request by that Party under
this chepter.

Article 29 - Central authority
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1 The Paties shdl desgnate a centrd authority or, if gopropriate, severd centrd authorities, which shall
be respongble for sending and answering requests made under this chapter, the execution of such
requests or the transmmon of them to t authormes competent for their execution.

2 Each Paty shdl a the time of 9gnature or when depos tlgg its ingrument of raification, acogptance,
goprovd or accesson, communicate to the Secretary Generd of the Coundil of Europe the names and
addresses of the authorities designated in pursuance of paragrgph 1 of this atide.

Article 30 = Direct communication
1 The centrd authorities hdl communicate directly with one another.

2 In the event of urgency, requests for mutua asssance or communications reaed thereio may be st
directly by the judiad authorities induding public prosecutors, of the requeding Party to sucn
authorities of the requested Party. In such cases a copy shdl be sent a the same time to the centrd
authority of the requested Party through the centrd authority of the requeding Party.

3 Any reguest or communication under paragrgphs 1 and 2 of this atide may be mede through the
Internationd  Crimind  Police Organisation  (Interpal).

4 Where a request is masjle;apurwaﬂt to paragrgph 2 of this atide and the authority is not competent to
ded with the reques, it shdl refer the request to the competent nationd authority and inform directly the

requesing Party that it has done so.

5 Requeds or communications under paragrgph 2 of this artide, which do not involve coercive action,
n%be directly tranamitted by the competent authorities of the requeding Party to the competent
ities of the requested Party.

6 Each Siae may, a the time of sgnature or when iting its indrument of rdification, acogptance,
goprova or accession, inform the Secretary Generd of the Coundil of Europe that, for reasons of
effidency, requests made under this chapter are to be addressed to its centrd authority.

Article 31— Information

The requested Party shdl promptly inform the requedting Party of the action taken on a request under
this dwapter and the find resJIt o?/ that action. The requested Paty shdl dso promptly inform the
requesting Party of any drcumdtances which render impossible the carrying out of the action sought or
ae likdy to dday it dgnificantly.

Chapter V = Find provisons

Article 32 = Signature and entry into force

1 This Convention sl be open for Sgnature by the member Sates of the Counall of Europe and by
non-member States which have paticipaed in its daboraion. Such States may express thar consant to
be bound by:

a sSgnature without resarvation as to rdification, acogptance or goprovd; or

b dgnaure subject to rdification, acceptance or goprovd, followed by ratification, acceptance or
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aoprovd.

2 Ingtruments of raification, acoeptance or gpprovd shdl be depodted with the Secretary Generd of the
Coundl of Europe.

3 This Convention shdl enter into force on the firg day of the month fallowing the expiraion of a

iod of three months after the date on which fourteenth States have expressed their consent to be

nd by the Convention in accordance with the provisons of paragraph 1. Any such State, which is not
a membe of the Group of States againgt Corruption (GRECO) a the time of ratification, shdl
automaticaly become a member on the date the Convention enters into force.

4 In respect of any sgnatory State which subseguently expresses its consant to be bound by it, the
Convention shdl enter into force on the fird day of the month foIIowirrg the expiraion of a period of
three months after the date of the expresson of tharr consent to be bound by the Convention in
accordance with the provisons of paragraph 1. Any sgnatory State, which is not a member of the Group
of States agang Corruption (GRECO) a the time of rdification, shdl autometicdly become a member
on the date the Convertion enters into force in its repect.

Article 33 — Accession to the Convention

1 After the entry into force of this Convention, the Committee of Minigers of the Coundl of Europe,
ater conaulting the Contracting States to the Convention, may invite the European Community as well
as any Sae not a member of the Coundl and not having paticipated in its daboration to accede to this
Convention, by a decison taken by the mgority provided for in Artide 20d of the Statute of the Coundil
of Europe and by the unanimous vote of the representatives of the Contracting States entitled to St on
the Committee of Minigers

2 In respect of the European Community and any State acceding to it under paragrgph 1 above, the
Convention shdl enter into force on the fird day of the month following the expiration of a period of
three months after the date of depogt of the indrument of accesson with the Secretary Generd of the
Coundl of Europe The European Community and any State acceding to this Convention shdl
automaticaly become a member of GRECO, if it is not dready a member & the time of accesson, on
the date the Convention enters into force in its respect.

Article 34 - Territorial application

1 Any State may, a the time of dgnature or when depasting its indrument of ratification,
goprova or accesson, edify the taritory or taritories to which this Convention shdl goply.

2 Any Paty may, a any laer dae, by a dedaraion addressed to the Secretary Generd of the Coundl of
Europe, extend the gpplication of this Convention to any other territory spedified in the declaration. In
reoect of such taritory the Convention shdl enter into force on the fird day of the month falowing the
e<pir82iim of a period of three months after the date of recapt of such declaration by the Secretary
Genegd.

3 Any dedaraion made under the two preceding paragrgohs may, in respect of any territory spedified in
such dedaration, be withdravn by a natification addressad to the Secretary Gengrd of the Coundl of

Europe. The withdrawa shdl become effective on the firgt day of the month fallowing the expiretion of
a peiod of three months after the date of receipt of such natification by the Secretary Generd.

Article 35 = Relationship to other conventions and agreements
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1 This Convention does not affect the rights and undertekings derived from internationd multileteral
conventions concaning spedid maters

2 The Paties to the Convention may condude hilaterd or multilatera agreaments with one ancther on
the matters dedt with in this Convention, for purposes of supplementing or srengthening its provisons
or fadlitating the gpplication of the principles embodied in it.

3 If two or more Paties have dready conduded an agreement or tredty in repect of a subject which is
dedt with in this Convention or othewise have esablished thar rdaions in respect of that subject, they
shdl be entitled to goply that agreement or treaty or to regulae those rdaions accordingly, in lieu of the
present Convention, if it fadlitates internationd  co-operation.

Article 36 = Declarations

Any State may, a the time of Sgnaure or when depogting its insrument of raification, acogptance,
approvd or accesson, dedare that it will esadlish as crimind offences the active and passve bribery of
foragn public offidds under Artide 5, of offidds of intermationd orgenisstions under Artide 9 or of
judges and officials of internationa courts under Artide 11, only to the extent thet the public offidd or
judge acts or refrans from acting in breech of his duties

Article 37 - Reservations

1 Any Stae may, a the time of dgnature or when depositing its indrument of ratification, acceptance,
goprova or accesson, resarve its right not to establish as a crimind  offence under its domestic law, in
épgc‘_tn%in wRolg thg conduct referred to in Artides 4, 6 to 8, 10 and 12 or the passive bribery offences

ined in Artide 5.

2 Any Sate may, a the time of Sgnaure or when depogting its insrument of raification, acogptance,
approva or accesson dedare tha it avalls itsdf of the reservation provided for in Artide 17, paragraph
2.

3 Any Sae may, a the time of Sgnaure or when iting its indrument of ratification,
goprova or accesson dedare that it may refuse mutud legd asssance under Artide 26, paragraph 1, if
the request concerns an offence which the requested Party condders a palitical offence.

4 No State may, by goplication of paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of this atide, enter reservations to more than
five of the provisons mentioned thereon. No other resrvation may be made Reservations of the same
neture with repect to Artides 4, 6 and 10 shdl be congdered as one resarvation.

Article 38 - Validity and review of declarations and reservations

1 Dedaaions refeared to in Artide 36 and resarvaions refarred to in Artide 37 shdl be vdid for a

period of three years from the day of the entry into force of this Convention in respect of the State

dconcer_ ned. However, such declarations and resarvations may be renewed for periods of the same
uration.

2 Tweve months before the date of expiry of the dedaration or resarvation, the Secretariat Generd of
the Coundll of Europe shdl give notice of thet expiry to the State concarned. No latter than three months
before the expiry, the Sate shdl natify the Secretary Generd that it is upholding, amending or
withdrawing Its dedaraion or reservation. In the aisence of a natification by the State concerned, the

Seoretariat Gengrd dhdl inform that State that its dedaration or reservation is conddered to have been
extended automatically for a period of sx months Falure by the Sete concerned to natify its intention
to uphold or modify its dedlaration or resarvaion before the expiry of that period shdl cause the

declaration or resarvation to lapse

3 If a Paty makes a dedaraion or a reservation in conformity with Artides 36 and 37, it shdl provide,
before its renewd or upon requed, an explanaion to GRECO, on the grounds judifying its continuance.

Article 39 = Amendments

1 Amendments to this Convention may be proposad by any Paty, and shdl be communicated by the
Sacretary Generd of the Counal of Europe to the member States of the Counal of Europe and to every
non-member State which has acoceded to, or has been invited to accede to, this Convention in accordance
with the providons of Artide 33.

2 Any amendment proposad by a Paty shdl be communicated to the European Committee on Crime
Problems (CDPC), which shdl submit to the Committee of Miniders its gpinion on that proposd
amendment.

3 The Committee of Miniders shdl congder the proposed amendment and the opinion submitted by the
gﬁgg and, following conaultation of the non-member States Paties to this Convention, may adopt the
ment.

4 The text of amendment adopted by the Committee of Minigters in accordance with paragraph 3 of
this atide shdl be forwarded to the Parties for acceptance.

5 Any amendment adopted in accordance with paragrgph 3 of this atide shdl come into force on the
thirtieth day after dl Paties have informed the Secretary Generd of their acogptance thereof.

Article 40 = Settlement of disputes

1 The European Committee on Crime Problems of the Coundll of Europe shdl be kept informed
regarding the interpretation and gpplication of this Convention.

2 In cae of a digpute between Paties as to the interpretation or-application of this Convention, they
dhdl sk a stlement of the digoute through negatiaion or any other peaceful means of thar choice,
induding submisson of the disoute to the European Committee on Crime Problems, to an abitrd
tribund whose deasons shdl be binding upon the Paties or to the Internationd Court of Judice, as
agreed upon by the Parties concerned.

Article 41 — Denunciation

1 Any Paty may, a& any time, denounce this Convention by means of a natification addressed to the
Secreary Gengrd of the Counal of Europe.

2 Such denundaion shdl become dfective on the fird day of the month following the expiration of a
period of three months &fter the date of recapt of the natification by the Secretary Generd.

Article 42 - Notification
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The Seoretary Generd of the Coundil of Europe shdl notify the member States of the Counal of Europe
and any Sate which has acceded to this Convention of:

a awy sgnaure

b the depogt of any indrument of ratification, acoeptance, goprova or accesson;

C avy dae of entry into force of this Convention in accordance with Artides 32 and 33,

d any dedardion or resarvation made under Artidle 36 or Artide 37;

e awy other act, natification or communication rdating to this Convention.
